CONTEXT

A partnership of national, regional and local government agencies in England has commissioned a team (which includes the Cities Institute) to develop a suite of tools and guidance to assist spatial and cultural planners in planning cultural provision for England's new and expanding residential areas. 

Professor Evans would like to hear from anyone with experience in designing, managing and/or using such toolkits for the planning of local or regional cultural provision. The researchers are interested in identifying local and regional cultural planning toolkits from other countries, and any research, reports or evaluations on the development, management and use of such toolkits.
